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I. statement
1. On September 8, 2006, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a Petition for Arbitration (Petition) seeking Commission arbitration of an interconnection agreement between Qwest and Eschelon Telecom, Inc. (Eschelon).  Eschelon has filed its response to the Petition.  The parties have waived the statutory deadline.  Decision No. R06-1153-I.  

2. By Decision No. C06-1110, the Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing.  

3. By Decision No. R06-1288-I, the ALJ established the procedural schedule and scheduled the hearing for this proceeding.  In accordance with the procedural schedule, Qwest and Eschelon have each filed direct and answer testimonies and exhibits.  Each party is to file its rebuttal testimony on or before April 10, 2007.  

4. On April 6, 2007, Qwest filed a Motion to Dismiss Issues Involving Proposed Rates for Wholesale Products and Services (Motion).  Qwest seeks dismissal of a number of issues in this arbitration proceeding.  Both parties have filed testimony on these issues.  

5. Hearing in this matter is scheduled to begin on April 17, 2007.  If response time is not shortened or waived, response to the Motion is due on or before April 20, 2007.  

6. To permit the ALJ to consider the arguments of both parties before the hearing begins, the ALJ will order response time to the Motion to be shortened to noon on April 16, 2007.  Given the fact that the response will be filed less than one day before the hearing begins, the ALJ also will order Eschelon, should it file a response, to provide by electronic means a copy of its response to the ALJ (e-mail address:  mana.jennings-fader@dora.state.co.us).  

7. The parties received this Order by electronic means on April 9, 2007.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to the Motion to Dismiss Issues Involving Proposed Rates for Wholesale Products and Services (Motion) is shortened to noon on April 16, 2007.  

2. If Eschelon Telecom, Inc., files a response to the Motion, then Eschelon Telecom, Inc., shall provide by electronic means a copy of its response to the Administrative Law Judge.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
