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I. statement  

1. On February 2, 2007, Gateway Canyons, LLC, doing business as Gateway Canyons Resort, and Western Sky Investments, LLC (collectively, Complainants), filed a Verified Complaint and Request for Expedited Consideration and Interim Relief (Complaint).  The Complaint seeks relief against Grand Valley Rural Power Lines, Inc. (Respondent).  The filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. The Commission considered this matter at the Weekly Meeting held on February 7, 2007.  On that same date, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing.  

3. On February 8, 2007, the Commission issued its Order to Satisfy or Answer.  

4. On February 8, 2007, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing (Notice).  That Notice set the hearing for April 6, 2007 in Denver, Colorado.  

5. By Decision No. R07-0248-I, inter alia, the ALJ vacated that hearing date and scheduled a prehearing conference.  

6. On April 5, 2007, Respondent filed its Answer to the Complaint.  This filing put the case at issue.  

7. A prehearing conference was held on April 6, 2007.  All parties were present, were represented by counsel, and participated.  

8. Complainants waived the statutory time frame contained in § 40-6-108(4), C.R.S.  This waiver permits adoption of the procedural schedule discussed below.  

9. The parties proposed a procedural schedule which is acceptable to them.  Given the waiver of the § 40-6-108(4), C.R.S., time frame the ALJ finds the schedule to be acceptable.  

10. The following procedural schedule will be adopted:  (a) on or before June 18, 2007, Complainants will file their direct testimony and exhibits; (b) on or before August 17, 2007, Respondent will file its answer (response) testimony and exhibits; (c) on or before September 17, 2007, Complainants will file their rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (d) on or before November 9, 2007, Complainants and Respondent each will file its corrected testimony and exhibits; (e) on or before November 9, 2007, each party
 will file its prehearing motions; (f) on or before November 9, 2007, the parties will file any stipulation reached; (g) a final prehearing conference will be held on November 27, 2007; (h) hearing in this matter will be held December 11 through 13, 2007 in Grand Junction, Colorado; (i) on or before January 11, 2008, each party
 will file its post-hearing statement of position; and (j) on or before January 21, 2008, each party
 will file its response to the post-hearing statement of position of the opposing party.  

11. The date for filing stipulations is well in advance of the hearing dates.  In view of this, the ALJ will give the parties some leeway with respect to filing stipulations after this date.  The parties are advised, however, that the last date for filing a stipulation is noon on December 6, 2007.  This final filing date is necessary to permit the ALJ to review the stipulation prior to the beginning of the scheduled hearing.  

12. The procedures and time frames contained in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 will govern discovery except that there will be a discovery cut-off date.  No discovery may be served after 5:00 p.m. MT on October 8, 2007.  

13. Except in testimony or as necessary to support a motion, parties shall not file discovery requests and responses with the Commission.  Motions pertaining to discovery issues are not subject to ¶ 10, supra, and may be filed at any time; responses will be made in writing unless otherwise ordered; and the ALJ will hold a hearing on a discovery-related motion as soon as practicable after the motion is filed.  

14. The parties and their witnesses shall provide the decision number when referring to a Commission decision.

(Respondent), shall file its answer (response) testimony and exhibits; (c) on or before September 17, 2007, Complainants each shall file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (d) on or before November 9, 2007, Complainants and Respondent each shall file its corrected testimony and exhibits; (e) on or before November 9, 2007, each party shall file its prehearing motions; (f) on or before November 9, 2007, the parties shall file any stipulation reached; (g) the last date for filing a stipulation is noon on December 6, 2007; (h) on or before January 11, 2008, each party shall file its post-hearing statement of position; and (i) on or before January 21, 2008, each party shall file its response to the post-hearing statement of position of the opposing party.  

4. The provisions of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 govern discovery in this matter.  The final day for serving discovery is October 8, 2007 at 5 p.m. MT.  

5. The parties and their witnesses shall provide the decision number when referring to a decision of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.  

6. The parties shall make the filings, and shall abide by the filing and other requirements, set out in this Order and discussed above.
