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I. statement
1. On January 25, 2007, Mr. Gus R. Michaels, III (Michaels or Complainant), filed a Formal Complaint (Complaint) against Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Respondent).  The filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. By Decision No. R07-0079-I, Chief Administrative Law Judge Kirkpatrick prohibited Respondent from discontinuing service to Complainant at the following location:  500 13th Street, Boulder, Colorado.  The Order conditions continued electric and natural gas service as follows:  Mr. Michaels must "pay[] for all current utility service at that address."  Id. at Ordering Paragraph No. 1.  So long as Mr. Michaels complies with Decision No. R07-0079-I, the only amount in controversy is the disputed amount, which involves charges which were incurred at a different address.  
3. By its Order to Satisfy or Answer issued on January 31, 2007, the Commission directed Public Service to respond to the Complaint.  
4. Public Service timely filed its Answer to the Complaint.  The Answer put this case at issue.  
5. The Commission issued an Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing.  That Order scheduled the hearing in this matter for April 2, 2007.  By Decision No. R07-0155-I, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) vacated that hearing date and scheduled the hearing for May 31, 2007.  
6. On April 12, 2007, Public Service filed a Stipulated Motion to Vacate Hearing Date and to Set New Hearing Date [Motion] and Request for Waiver of Response Time [Request].
  In that filing, citing scheduling issues and the parties' need for additional time to handle prehearing matters (including discovery), Respondent asks that the Commission vacate the scheduled May 31 hearing date and schedule the hearing for June 26, 2007.  Public Service further states that it is authorized to represent that Mr. Michaels concurs with, and has stipulated to the granting of, the Motion.  

7. The Motion states good cause.  As Complainant concurs with the Motion, granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The Motion will be granted; the hearing date of May 31, 2007 will be vacated; and hearing will be scheduled for June 26, 2007.  
8. Because Complainant concurs with the Motion, the Request will be granted as no party will be prejudiced.  Response time to the Motion will be waived.  
II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Stipulated Motion to Vacate Hearing Date and to Set New Hearing Date is granted.  
2. The hearing in this matter scheduled for May 31, 2007 is vacated.
