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I. statement
1. On April 20, 2007, the Late-Filed Motion to Intervene and Entry of Appearance of the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel and Request for Shortened Response Time was filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC).  
2. The OCC describes ongoing comprehensive settlement negotiations of disputed matters common to the within docket and the now withdrawn Qwest Advice Letter No. 3052, Amended, and accompanying tariff sheets relating to Qwest’s Exchange and Network Services Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 23, Section 9.2 Emergency Reporting Services.
3. By withdrawal of the Advice Letter No. 3052, Amended (as of March 28, 2007), the OCC’s legal standing as a party in that matter (i.e., AL 3052) ceased to exist.  Based thereupon, the OCC seeks to intervene in the instant matter in order to continue its participation as a party in the on-going confidential settlement discussions and to work with the other parties in resolving the E-9-1-1 issues that will affect the OCC’s statutorily created constituency.  
4. Good cause has been shown to shorten response time to the motion in light of the ongoing participation in the comprehensive settlement negotiations in this docket.  In order to provide an opportunity to respond, while still expediting consideration, response time will be shortened until the close of business April 30, 2007.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Request for Shortened Response Time to the Late-Filed Motion to Intervene, filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) on April 20, 2007, is granted.  
2. Any desired response to the Late-Filed Motion to Intervene filed by the OCC, shall be filed on or before April 30, 2007.
