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I. STATEMENT

1. On April 11, 2007, Source Gas Distribution, LLC (Source Gas) and Rocky Mountain Natural Gas, LLC (Rocky Mountain) filed a joint motion requesting an extension of time to file their annual reports required by Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-4-4006, and additional required reports including Federal Energy Regulation Commission Form No. 2, Appendix A; Sales of Natural Gas by Communities, Pages 516 and 517; and CPA Audit report with Adjusting Entries.  Source Gas and Rocky Mountain are not requesting an extension of time to file Form DR 0525.    

2. The Commission in Decision No. C07-0088 ordered jurisdictional public utilities to file annual reports and additional reports as required by Appendix A of the Order.

3. The Rule requires jurisdictional public utilities to file their annual reports on or before April 30 for the preceding calendar year.  Source Gas and Rocky Mountain request an extension of time of 60 days, to and including June 30, 2007.

4. As grounds for the extension, Source Gas and Rocky Mountain state that due to the Commission approved transfer of the utility business and assets of Kinder Morgan, Inc. to Source Gas, and a subsequent sale to Source Gas, LLC, of Source Gas and Rocky Mountain, the transition has created a heavy workload on employees responsible for preparing the annual reports.  

5. Source Gas and Rocky Mountain state that the Staff of the Commission and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel have no objection to the Motion.

6. In its Order requiring jurisdictional public utilities to file annual reports by April 30, 2007, Decision No. C07-0088, the Commission in paragraph no. 6, at page 2 stated: “A utility subject to the Order may file a motion for extension of time to file its annual report, which may be granted for a period not to exceed 30 days if good cause is shown as to why it is unable to comply with the April 30, 2007 deadline”. Emphasis added

7. Source Gas and Rocky Mountain have established good cause for an extension. However, a 60-day extension will not be granted since the Commission has specifically stated in its Decision that an extension may be granted not to exceed 30 days.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Motion of Source Gas Distribution, LLC (Source Gas) and Rocky Mountain Natural Gas, LLC (Rocky Mountain) for an extension of time to file their 2006 Annual Reports and Appendix A reports is granted.

2. Source Gas and Rocky Mountain is granted an extension of time to and including May 30, 2007.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
