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I. statement
1. On April 20, 2007, the Late-Filed Motion to Intervene and Entry of Appearance of the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel and Request for Shortened Response Time was filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC).  
2. By Decision No. R07-0316-I, the OCC’s Request for Shortened Response Time to the Late-Filed Motion to Intervene was granted.  Any desired response to the Late-Filed Motion to Intervene filed by the OCC, was ordered to be filed on or before April 30, 2007.

3. On April 26, 2007, Staff’s Notice of No Objection to the OCC’s Late-Filed Motion to Intervene (Notice) was filed.  Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission’s (Staff) notice confirms that Staff has no objection to the OCC being granted late intervention.   Parties are directed to add counsel for the OCC to their service lists.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Late-Filed Motion to Intervene filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) on April 20, 2007, is granted.  The OCC shall take the docket as it finds it and shall be bound by all decisions previously entered in this docket.  

2. Parties shall revise their service lists in accordance with the OCC’s Late-Filed Motion to Intervene filed April 20, 2007.
