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I. statement  
1. On February 20, 2007, Ms. Abeer Marie Faragalla (Ms. Faragalla or Complainant) filed a formal Complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Respondent).  The Complaint initiated this proceeding.  
2. On February 21, 2007, Chief Administrative Law Judge (Chief ALJ) Isley issued Decision No. R07-0151-I in which he prohibited Public Service from discontinuing service, subject to conditions, to Ms. Faragalla at her present residence (the Clubhouse Drive address).  

3. On February 22, 2007, Ms. Faragalla filed an Emergency Motion for Clarification, Addendum, or Alteration of Decision No. R07-0151-I.  By Decision No. R07-0160-I, Chief ALJ Isley granted that motion.  

4. Ms. Faragalla filed a Motion for Reconsideration of Interim Order or Appeal from Judge's Interim Order.  Public Service timely filed its Response.  By Decision No. R07-0216-I, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) continued the discontinuance prohibition but established different conditions.  That Order remains in effect.  
5. On February 28, 2007, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing.  That Order scheduled the hearing in this matter for May 1, 2007.  

6. Respondent filed its Answer on March 20, 2007.  This filing put the case at issue.  

7. The ALJ called this matter for hearing at the scheduled date, time, and place.  
8. As a preliminary matter, Complainant stated that Respondent had not responded to a request for production of documents which, according to Ms. Faragalla, was served on Public Service in mid- to late-March, 2007.  Counsel for Public Service stated that he had not received the request for production of documents and that, insofar as he was aware, Public Service had not received the request for production of documents.  Ms. Faragalla expressed a willingness to go forward but stated that she preferred to have the requested documents available to her to present her case.  When asked, Public Service stated that it had some, but not all, of the requested documents available at the hearing.  

9. The ALJ determined that the hearing should be rescheduled to a later date in order to permit discovery to proceed.  The parties agreed to a new hearing date of July 11, 2007.  

10. As an additional preliminary matter, the ALJ inquired about the scope of the Complaint.  Ms. Faragalla stated that she disputes the billings and amounts which Respondent claims are due and owing for two addresses:  the Himalaya Way address (her prior residence) and the Clubhouse Drive address (her present residence).  Public Service indicated that it had framed its Answer with the understanding that the only billings at issue were those for the Himalaya Way address.  In view of the clarification of the scope of the Complaint, Respondent may file, on or before May 31, 2007, an amended answer to respond to the Complaint as clarified.  This filing is optional.  
11. Complainant is advised that she must serve Respondent (through its counsel) with discovery and that service must include a certificate of service which (a) states the name and address of the person on whom she served the discovery, (b) states the manner of service (that is, mail or hand-delivery), and (c) states the date of service.  

12. Complainant is further advised that she must serve Respondent (through its counsel) with all documents filed at the Commission and that service must include a certificate of service which (a) states the name and address of the person on whom she served the document, (b) states the manner of service (that is, mail or hand-delivery), and (c) states the date of service.  See also Decision No. R07-0171-I at ¶¶ 11-14 and Ordering Paragraph No. 4 (no filings from Complainant to be accepted unless they comply with the service requirements of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723 Part 1).  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:
