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I. STATEMENT
1. On March 31, 2006, the Colorado Department of Transportation filed an application with the Commission seeking authority to construct an underpass at the BNSF Railway Company Track and a Temporary Detour Crossing on State Highway 121 in the City of Arvada, Jefferson County, Colorado (Application).  By Decision No. C06-0542, the Commission partially granted the Application and referred specific matters to an Administrative Law Judge for the Commission. 

2. By Decision No. R07-0334-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled to review the status of the project since the last prehearing conference.  Consideration will also be given to scheduling a hearing, establishing a procedural schedule, and any other matters raised by the parties.  

3. On May 3, 2007, the Regional Transportation District (RTD) filed its Motion to Vacate and Re-Set Scheduling Prehearing Conference, or in the Alternative, to Permit Motion for Revision of Scheduling Order.  RTD is unavailable to attend the scheduled prehearing conference.  RTD does not oppose the application and is not currently aware of disputed issues affecting RTD.  However, it is requested that if the prehearing conference is conducted, then RTD be allowed to request revisions following the conference. 

4. The ALJ is not aware of any pending critical deadlines and would prefer that the conference be rescheduled to avoid potentially wasting of the Commission’s resources and the time of other parties participating.  After an informal inquiry of the parties, no party responded that they would be unavailable to attend a prehearing conference on May 21, 2007 at 10:00 a.m.  Therefore, the conference will be rescheduled to that date and time.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The prehearing conference scheduled in this docket for May 10, 2007, is vacated.
