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I. statement  

1. On March 7, 2007, San Isabel Telecom, Inc. (Petitioner), filed a Petition.  The Petition asks that the Commission modify the disaggregation and targeting of support which CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc., doing business as CenturyTel, selected for Study Area Code No. 462185 pursuant to 47 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) § 54.315.  The filing commenced this proceeding.  
2. On March 8, 2007, the Commission issued a Notice of Petition Filed (Notice).  The Notice established an intervention period, which has expired.  

3. On March 29, 2007, Staff of the Commission (Staff) intervened of right.  Staff identified its initial list of issues and requested a hearing in this matter.  

4. On April 2, 2007, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) intervened of right.  The OCC stated that it intends to monitor this proceeding, that it does not anticipate filing testimony, and that it reserves all its rights as a party.  
5. On April 9, 2007, CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc., doing business as CenturyTel (CenturyTel), filed its intervention of right.  

6. On April 9, 2007, N.E. Colorado Cellular, Inc., doing business as Viaero (Viaero), filed a Motion to Intervene and Request for Hearing.  
7. On April 10, 2007, Alltel Communications, Inc. (Alltel), filed a Motion for Leave to Late-File Intervention and an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.

8. On April 19, 2007, by Decision No. C07-0291, the Commission granted Alltel's Motion for Leave to Late-File Intervention.  In addition, the Commission granted the interventions of, or noted the interventions of, Alltel, CenturyTel, OCC, Staff, and Viaero.  

9. The parties in this proceeding are Petitioner, Alltel, CenturyTel, OCC, Staff, and Viaero.  

10. The Commission has assigned this matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
11. On April 9, 2007, CenturyTel filed a Motion to Dismiss Petition (Motion).
  The Certificate of Service shows that CenturyTel served the Motion on Petitioner, the OCC, and counsel for the Commission.  Although it had intervened 11 days before the Motion was filed, Staff was not served with the Motion.  

12. On April 23, 2997, Petitioner filed its Response to the Motion.  Petitioner opposes the Motion.  

13. As noted above, only Petitioner and OCC received a copy of the Motion.  It may be that the other parties will wish to respond to the Motion.  The ALJ finds that each party should have an opportunity to respond, if it wishes to do so.  Accordingly, the time for responding to the Motion will be enlarged to and including noon on May 25, 2007.  If a party files a response to the Motion, then that party will be ordered to provide a copy of its response directly to the ALJ at the time the response is filed.  Providing a copy to the ALJ will not reduce the number of copies which must be filed with the Commission.  
14. It is necessary to schedule a hearing and to establish a procedural schedule in this case.  To do so, a prehearing conference will be held on May 31, 2007.  

15. The parties must be prepared to discuss, and to present argument with respect to, the Motion.  

16. In addition, the parties must be prepared to discuss:  (a) date by which Petitioner will file its direct testimony and exhibits; (b) date by which intervenors each will file its answer testimony and exhibits; (c) date by which Petitioner will file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (d) date by which Petitioner and intervenors each will file its corrected testimony and exhibits; (e) date by which a party may filed a motion for summary judgment/disposition;
 (f) date by which each party will file its prehearing motions, other than a motion for summary judgment/disposition;
 (g) whether a final prehearing conference is necessary and, if it is, the date for that prehearing conference; (h) date by which the parties will file any stipulation reached;
 (i) hearing dates; (j) date by which each party will file its post-hearing statement of position; and (k) date by which each party will file its response to the post-hearing statement of position of the opposing party(ies).
17. Further, the parties must be prepared to discuss any matters pertaining to discovery if the procedures and time frames contained in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 are not sufficient.  

18. Finally, a party may raise any additional issue.  

19. The undersigned ALJ expects the parties to come to the prehearing conference with proposed dates for the procedural schedule.  The parties must consult prior to the prehearing conference with respect to the listed matters and are encouraged to present, if possible, a procedural schedule and hearing dates which are satisfactory to all parties.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The time within which to respond to the Motion to Dismiss filed by CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc., doing business as CenturyTel, is enlarged to and including noon on May 25, 2007.  
2. A party which files a response to the Motion to Dismiss shall provide, at the time the response is filed with the Commission, a copy of its response directly to the Administrative Law Judge.  Providing a copy to the Administrative Law Judge shall not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  
3. A prehearing conference in this matter is scheduled as follows:
