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I. STATEMENT  
1. On February 16, 2007, Pattie Jo Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority (Montrose Transit), filed for an order of the Commission authorizing an extension of operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55750. (Montrose Transit Application).  Montrose Transit seeks to remove the existing restriction that reads:  “Restricted against picking up or delivering any passengers to within a 20-mile radius of the U.S. Post Office located in the Town of Telluride, Colorado.  If approved, Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55750 would authorize would provide for transportation of passengers and their baggage in taxi service as described in the Commission’s notice of the application. Telluride Express intervened of right in Docket No. 07A-052CP-EXT and opposes the granting of the Montrose Transit Application. 
2. A hearing is scheduled to commence on July 18, 2007, in Montrose, Colorado.

3. On May 17, 2007, Montrose Transit filed a letter with the Commission via facsimile withdrawing the application.  

4. Although the original copy of the letter has not been received by the Commission, the Administrative Law Judge will sua sponte waive the requirement of Rule 1204(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, that Montrose Transit file the original copy of the facsimile. Thus, the facsimile copy will be accepted for filing.  

5. Because it is not less than 45 days before the first day of hearing, Montrose Transit has a right to withdraw its application pursuant to Rule 1309(d) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.   

6. The application filed in this docket is withdrawn pursuant to Montrose Transit’s notice and this docket will be closed.  

7. In accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S., the Administrative Law Judge recommends that the Commission enter the following order.  
II. ORDER 

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The requirement of Rule 1204(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 for Pattie Jo Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority (Montrose Transit) to file the original copy of the facsimile filing of May 17, 2007 is waived.
2. The hearing set for July 18, 2007 in Montrose, Colorado is vacated.

3. The application of Montrose Transit is withdrawn and Docket No. 07A-052CP-Extension is closed.

4. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

5. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

6. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
