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I. STATEMENT

1. Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC, filed the above-captioned application with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on April 4, 2006.     

2. Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab); Connex North Holding Company, Inc., doing business as Boulder SuperShuttle and/or Boulder Airporter and/or Boulder Airport Shuttle and/or Boulder Express Shuttle; RDSM Transportation, Ltd., doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (RDSM); Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, doing business as Shamrock Shuttle, Inc.; and Estes Park Express, Ltd. have intervened in the docket. 
3. The Commission issued its Notice of Applications Filed to the public on April 17, 2006 (Notice).  That Notice read that applicant applied for the following:
For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 
passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, 
between all points in the Counties of Larimer, Logan, Morgan, Phillips, Sedgwick, Washington, Weld, and Yuma, State of Colorado, and between said points on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, El Paso, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

4. By Decision No. R06-1188-I, Valera Lea Holtorf doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company &/or Roadrunner Express (VLH or Applicant) was substituted as the applicant in this docket. 

5. On May 14, 2007, the First Amended Stipulated Motion to restrict Authority and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention (Stipulation) was filed by RDSM and VLH.  The Stipulation proposes to restrict the permanent authority sought in the Application as follows: 

RESTRICTIONS:

a.  Against providing service which originates in El Paso County; and 

b.  The return portion of each round-trip which originates in the Counties of Larimer, Logan, Morgan, Phillips, Sedgwick, Washington, Weld, or Yuma, and drops off in El Paso County, shall depart El Paso County within four hours after the drop off occurs. 

6. On May 17, 2007, VLH and Estes Park Express, Ltd., filed a Stipulation and Withdrawal of Interventions.  The Stipulation proposes to restrict the permanent authority application to request authority as follows: 

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, 

between all points in the Counties of Logan, Morgan, Phillips, Sedgewick, Washington, and Yuma, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, El Paso
 and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the other hand.
RESTRICTIONS:

a.  Transportation from points in Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas and Jefferson Counties is restricted to transportation of passengers which applicant has previously transported from Logan, Morgan, Phillips, Sedgewick, Washington and Yuma Counties, in round trip service.

7. On May 17, 2007, VLH and Colorado Cab filed a Stipulation for Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Interventions, and Motion for Approval.  They propose to restrict the permanent authority application to request authority as follows: 

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, 

between all points in the Counties of Logan, Morgan, Phillips, Sedgwick, Washington, and Yuma, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, El Paso
 and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:  

(1)  This authority is restricted in that the transportation of passengers and their baggage to or from points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, El Paso and Jefferson, State of Colorado, must be part of round-trip transportation that originates and terminates in Logan, Morgan, Phillips, Sedgwick, Washington, or Yuma County, State of Colorado.

8. No certificate of mailing was filed with any of the stipulations reference above.  Pursuant to Rule 1205(d), it is presumed that that the documents have not been served.
9. Counsel for all parties are located in the Denver metropolitan area, as is the Commission.  However, this matter was set for hearing in Wray, Colorado, primarily to accommodate public witnesses.  Based upon an initial review of the various stipulations, it appears more likely than not that presentation of public testimony will no longer be necessary.  There also appears to be settlements among multiple parties on common principles that can substantially narrow the scope of the hearing or eliminate the need for hearing all together.  

10. Based upon these considerations, the ALJ will sua sponte vacate the hearing scheduled in this docket to commence on May 22, 2007 so that the various stipulations filed may be considered and ruled upon by separate order.

11. VLH will be ordered to file a proof of service for all of the above-described stipulations.  Such service will commence a shortened 10 day response period under Rule 1400, 4 CCR 723-1.  Thereafter, the various stipulations will be considered and ruled upon by separate order.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The hearing currently set to commence in Wray, Colorado on May 22, 2007, is vacated. 

2. Within 10 days of the effective date of this order, Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company &/or Roadrunner Express shall file a certificate of service evidencing proper service of the First Amended Stipulated Motion to restrict Authority and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention; the Stipulation and Withdrawal of Interventions; and the Stipulation for Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Interventions, and Motion for Approval.
3. Response time to the First Amended Stipulated Motion to restrict Authority and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention; the Stipulation and Withdrawal of Interventions; and the Stipulation for Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Interventions, and Motion for Approval is shortened to 10 days following the date of service evidenced in the certificate of service filed in response to ordering paragraph 2.

4. The remainder of any relief requested will be ruled upon by separate order.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
