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I. statement  

1. On February 2, 2007, Gateway Canyons, LLC, doing business as Gateway Canyons Resort and Western Sky Investments, LLC (collectively, Complainants), filed a Verified Complaint (Complaint) seeking relief against Grand Valley Rural Power Lines, Inc. (Respondent).  The filing commenced this proceeding.
  

2. On February 8, 2007, the Commission issued its Order to Satisfy or Answer.  

3. On April 5, 2007, Respondent filed its Answer to the Complaint.  This filing put the case at issue.  

4. Complainants and Respondent are the Parties in this matter.  

5. By Decision No. R07-0272-I, the Administrative Law Judge, inter alia, established the procedural schedule for this matter.  

6. On May 25, 2007, the Parties filed a Joint Motion to Revise Procedural Schedule (Joint Motion).  In that filing they state that, for reasons involving scheduling and witness availability, they wish to change the dates for filing testimony and the cut-off date for service of discovery.  If the Joint Motion is granted, all other dates will remain as established in Decision No. R07-0272-I.  

7. The Joint Motion states good cause; and, as all Parties are signatories, no party will be prejudiced if the Joint Motion is granted.  The Joint Motion will be granted.  The procedural schedule established in Decision No. R07-0272-I will be modified as follows:  (a) on or before July 20, 2007, Complainants will file their direct testimony and exhibits; (b) on or before September 28, 2007, Respondent will file its answer testimony and exhibits; and (c) on or before October 17, 2007, Complainants will file their rebuttal testimony and exhibits.  No discovery may be served after 5:00 p.m. MT on November 7, 2007.  The remainder of the procedural schedule established in Decision No. R07-0272-I will remain unchanged.  

8. Response time to the Joint Motion will be waived as all Parties are signatories to the Joint Motion.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Joint Motion to Revise Procedural Schedule is granted.  

2. The procedural schedule established in Decision No. R07-0272-I is modified as follows:  (a) on or before July 20, 2007, Gateway Canyons, LLC, doing business as Gateway Canyons Resort and Western Sky Investments, LLC (Complainants), each shall file its direct testimony and exhibits; (b) on or before September 28, 2007, Grand Valley Rural Power Lines, Inc., shall file its answer testimony and exhibits; and (c) on or before October 17, 2007, Complainants each shall file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits.  

3. The final day for serving discovery in this matter is November 7, 2007 at 5 p.m. MT.  

4. The remainder of the procedural schedule and of the requirements established in Decision No. R07-0272-I are unchanged and remain in effect.  

5. Response time to the Joint Motion to Revise Procedural Schedule is waived.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
