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I. statement

1. The captioned proceeding was initiated on May 8, 2007, when XO Communications Services, Inc. (XO) filed a Formal Complaint (Complaint) against Qwest Corporation (Qwest) with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).  The Complaint was accompanied by the written direct testimony of two XO representatives, Rex Knowles and Gary Case.
  

2. On May 18, 2007, the Commission served its Order to Satisfy or Answer on Qwest.  On the same date it issued an Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing setting the matter for hearing at the Commission’s offices in Denver, Colorado, on July 18, 2007.
