I. STATEMENT
1. The captioned application was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) by Jeremy G. Paxton (Paxton) on February 1, 2007, and was published in the Commission’s Notice of Applications Filed on February 5, 2007.  Paxton requests authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand taxi service.  

2. Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab (Yellow Cab); Town & Country Transportation Services, Inc., doing business as Town & Country Taxi; MKBS, LLC doing business as Metro Taxi &/or Taxis Fiesta , Estes Park Express, Ltd.; Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc.; and Shamrock Charters, Inc. doing business as Shamrock Airport Express have intervened in the application.

3. By Decision No. R07-0362-I, Paxton was ordered to file and serve his list of witnesses and copies of exhibits that will be presented at hearing on or before May 31, 2007.  Paxton was specifically warned that failure comply would result in dismissal of the Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire and the closing of Docket No. 07A-034CP.  Such dismissal would occur without any further action by Yellow Cab.

A review of the Commission’s files confirms that Paxton has failed to timely file a list of witnesses and copies of exhibits in this matter despite Decision No. R07-0362-I, the Commission’s notice, the requirements of Commission rules, and Yellow Cab’s motion.

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Jeremy G. Paxton’s Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire is dismissed.

2. The hearing scheduled in this docket for June 19 and June 20, 2007 is vacated.

3. Docket No. 07A-034CP is closed. 

4. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

5. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

6. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
