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I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

1. On February 6, 2007, Stanley Brothers Taxi Company (Applicant) filed an application with the Commission for suspension of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity, PUC No. 55721 from March 1, 2007 to February 29, 2008 and a waiver of Rule 6204 (c) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 CCR 723-6.

2. The Commission issued notice of the Application on February 20, 2007.

3. On March 2, 2007, Robert & Dawn Rochkes d/b/a Peak to Peak Taxi Company (Intervenor) intervened in the case.

4. The Commission set a hearing for May 22, 2007.  

5. The hearing commenced as schedule.  

6. As a preliminary matter, Applicant and Intervenor proposed a settlement of the case, which if accepted by the Commission would grant the Application for a voluntary suspension for a reduced period of time. The hearing was vacated, and the parties were requested to file a written settlement agreement.

7. On May 24, 2007, a written settlement stipulation was filed with the Commission.  

8. Applicant and Intervenor agree that the period of suspension of Certificate No. 55721 be for a lesser period that the one year noticed in the Commission’ notice of applications.  The parties stipulate and agree that the period of the suspension commence on May 22, 2007, continuing to midnight, December 31, 2007.

9. It is found and concluded that the Stipulation filed by the parties on May 24, 2007 is reasonable and in the interests of the public.  Alternate service will be available in the relevant service area. The Stipulation will be accepted.

10. Pursuant to Section 40-6-109 (2), C.R.S., it is recommended that the Commission enter the following order.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Stipulation of Stanley Brothers Taxi Company and Robert & Dawn Rochkes d/b/a Peak to Peak Taxi Company filed on May 24, 2007 is accepted.

2. Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity, PUC No. 55721 held by Stanley Brothers Taxi Company is suspended for a period commencing on May 22, 2007 to midnight December 31, 2007.

3. Rule 6204 (c) of the Rules Regulating Transportation be Motor Vehicle, 4CCR 723-6 is waived.

4. On or before October 31, 2007, Applicant shall file a written request with the Commission to either reinstate Certificate No. 55721 or for other disposition.

5. Prior to reinstatement, Applicant shall: (a) cause proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules; (b) pay to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; and (c) ensure that an effective tariff is on file with the Commission, in compliance with applicable Commission rules.

6. The failure to file a timely written request either to reinstate Certificate No. 55721 or for other disposition may result in revocation of the certificate without further notice.

7. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

8. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

9. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
