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I. statement, findings, and conclusions

The captioned application of Levtzow, LLC, doing business as Mountain Limo (Mountain Limo), was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on December 20, 2006, and published in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” on December 26, 2006.

1. On May 16, 2007, Mountain Limo filed the Motion of Levtzow, LLC for One Week Enlargement of Time for Submission of Witnesses and Exhibits.  Mountain Limo requests an extension of time to disclose information due to the unavailability of key personnel.  Mountain Limo submits that the short delay will not prejudice any other party.  

2. On May 25, 2007, Intervenor San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express &/or Chauffeured Express’ Combined (I) Response to Levtzow, LLC’s Motion for an Enlargement of Time to File its List of Witnesses and Exhibits and (II) Motion for a Similar Enlargement of Time to File Telluride Express’ List of Witnesses and Exhibits was filed.  San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express &/or Chauffeured Express (Telluride Express) does not oppose the request of Mountain Limo so long as a corresponding enlargement of time is granted Telluride Express.  Then, Telluride Express requests that the time for it to file its list of witnesses and exhibits be extended to June 25, 2007 to afford the full notice of applicants filing in the full amount of time after receipt of applicants filing to make its own filing provided for in Decision No. R07-0215-I.

3. No response was filed to Telluride Express’ request for extension of time. Good cause having been shown for the unopposed request, the extension will be granted.

4. Based on the extension granted Telluride Express, it does not oppose Mountain Limo’s requested extension.  Good cause having been shown for the unopposed request, it will be granted.
II. order

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Levtzow, LLC for One Week Enlargement of Time for Submission of Witnesses and Exhibits, filed May 16, 2007, is granted.  
2. The Intervenor San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express &/or Chauffeured Express’ Motion for a Similar Enlargement of Time to File Telluride Express’ List of Witnesses and Exhibits filed May 25, 2007, is granted.  

3. On or before May 23, 2007, Levtzow, LLC, doing business as Mountain Limo, (Mountain Limo), shall file and serve its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits.

4. On or before June 25, 2007, San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express &/or Chauffeured Express shall file and serve its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits.

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
