Dear Qwest Customer:

Qwest has filed the enclosed Advice Letter No. (the "Advice Letter") with the Public Utilities Commission of the state of Colorado seeking approval of its proposed tariff that will replace Section 9.2.1 - Universal Emergency Numbering Service – of Qwest's Exchange and Network Services Tariff Colo. PUC No. 23 in its entirety ("Proposed Tariff"). To view the actual Proposed Tariff please visit http://tabb.qwest.com/ and follow the "Jurisdiction by Job Number" link to find the Colorado E-911 filing, or, if you would like to request that a copy be sent to you, contact the Qwest representative identified below. 

The Proposed Tariff was developed by Qwest along with members of the E-911 community, including many of the customers of Qwest's E-911 service, such as Public Safety Answering Points (PSAPs) and Authority Boards. The Proposed Tariff simplifies the current E-911 service by reducing the number of rate elements used to bill for E-911, providing a consistent offering to all public safety agencies in the state. It also uses E-911 Selective Routing Data Base (SRDB) records rather than line counts as the basis for assessing charges. The modifications to the E-911 rate elements and rate structure will result in a net revenue decrease. The Private Switch/Automatic Location Identification (PS/ALI) product has also been restructured. While some PS/ALI rates have decreased, some have increased, but generally there is a net revenue decrease.
The Proposed Tariff reflects the stipulated resolution reached in Docket No. 06F-039T as approved by Decision No. R07-0546-I.  Although the stipulated resolution was approved, the Commission has not yet considered the Proposed Tariff. 

To the extent the Commission allows the Proposed Tariff to become effective by operation of law, Qwest, with the other parties in Docket No. 06F-039T, will request a finding in that docket that the new rates, terms and conditions reflected in the Proposed Tariff are just, reasonable and nondiscriminatory.

Any objection to the Advice Letter must be filed before the effective date proposed in the Advice Letter.  Qwest is required by law to notify you that a person's mere objection does not permit such person to participate as a party in any proceedings before the Commission. Should the Commission suspend the Proposed Tariff, such person shall file with the Commission a notice of intervention as of right or motion to permissively intervene, in accordance with the Commission's Rules Regulating Practice and Procedure.

To the extent the Commission allows the Proposed Tariff to become effective by operation of law, any person desiring to participate in the request for a determination that the new rates, terms and conditions reflected in the Proposed Tariff are just, reasonable and nondiscriminatory, shall file with the Commission a notice of intervention as of right or motion to permissively intervene in Docket No. 06F-039T, in accordance with the Commission's Rules Regulating Practice and Procedure.  Any request for intervention must be filed within 20 days of the date of this letter.
