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I. statement

1. On June 27, 2007, the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) issued a procedural order in the captioned proceedings which, among other things, designated an Administrative Law Judge to resolve any discovery disputes that might arise between the parties.  See, Decision No. C07-0535.

2. On June 27, 2007, one of the intervenors, Western Resource Associates (WRA), filed a Motion to Compel Discovery Responses from Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. (Motion to Compel).
3. On June 28, 2007, Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. (Tri-State) filed its Response to the Motion to Compel (Response).

4. The Response indicates that Tri-State has agreed to supply responses to all discovery requests encompassed by the Motion to Compel in a manner that is satisfactory to WRA.  The Response also indicates that Tri-State’s agreement to supply such responses fully resolves the involved discovery dispute and that no further involvement by the Commission is required. 
5. In light of the foregoing, it appears that WRA and Tri-State have resolved the discovery dispute addressed by the Motion to Compel.  As a result, the Motion to Compel will be dismissed as moot.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Compel Discovery Responses from Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. filed by Western Resource Associates on June 27, 2007, is dismissed as moot.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
