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I. STATEMENT

1. On January 4, 2007, the hearing of the captioned Complaint commenced.  As a preliminary matter, Counsel for David Adams, Air Comfort Heating and Cooling, Inc., doing business as Air Comfort and/or Air Control System (Complainants) orally moved to vacate and reset the hearing due to an emergency involving Mr. Adams.  Respondent, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) had no objection to the motion.

2. The motion to vacate and reset the hearing was orally granted at the hearing, and the parties were given available dates for the resetting of the hearing.

3. On January 15, 2007, Counsel for Complainants filed a letter with the Commission advising that he is attempting to contact his client for the purpose of obtaining a new date for the hearing, and would advise the Commission and Qwest’s Counsel of an acceptable hearing date.  

4. On April 2, 2009, Counsel for Complainant filed a Notice of Withdrawal as Attorney of Record.

5. Complainants have not submitted their available dates for the resetting of this hearing, and there has been no entry of appearance of new counsel for Complainants.  

6. Complainants will be required by this order to submit in writing to the Commission and Counsel for Qwest their available dates for the resetting of the hearing. 

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered that:

1. David Adams, Air Comfort Heating and Cooling, Inc., doing business as Air Comfort and/or Air Control System shall, within 15 days of the mailing date of this Order, file in writing, with a copy to Counsel for Qwest Corporation, their available dates in order to reset this matter for hearing.  Failure to respond to this Order may result in the dismissal of the complaint.
2. This Order is effective immediately.
