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I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

1. On June 20, 2007, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed a Motion to Modify Decision No. R07-0466-I which denied Staff’s Motion to Compel Discovery Responses.  

2. Staff asks that the Interim Order denying its motion to compel be modified, arguing that it is not seeking to shift the burden of proof, but rather attempting to discover relevant information that is reasonably calculated to lead to admissible evidence.
   

3. On June 28, 2007, Golden West Commuter, LLC (Respondent) filed a reply in opposition to Staff’s motion. 

4. The motion of Staff will be denied.  Respondent chose not to answer certain requests for admission.  Staff presents no new argument that necessitates modifying Decision No. R07-0466-I.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Modify Decision No. R07-0466-I filed by Staff of the Public Utilities Commission is denied.
