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I. statement  
1. On March 7, 2007, San Isabel Telecom, Inc. (San Isabel), filed a Petition.  The filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. Staff of the Commission; the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc., doing business as CenturyTel; N.E. Colorado Cellular, Inc., doing business as Viaero; and Alltel Communications, Inc., intervened or were granted intervention.  

3. The Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. On July 13, 2007, San Isabel filed, in one document, a Motion for Waiver or Variance of Filing Requirements in Rule 1204(a)(III) and [a Motion] for Waiver of Response Time.  Each motion will be granted.  

5. As grounds for its Motion for Waiver or Variance, San Isabel states that the confidential exhibits of its witness Chad Duval are voluminous (approximately 1,200 pages, when reduced to paper copy) and that Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1204(a)(III) requires a person filing a document in a case assigned to an ALJ to file an original and four paper copies of the document.  To reduce the burden on the Commission's records, San Isabel requests a variance from that requirement so that it may file an original of the Duval confidential exhibits in hard (i.e., paper) copy and the four copies on CD Rom.  

6. The Motion for Waiver or Variance is a request for a variance of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1204(a)(III) and states good cause.  Granting the Motion for Variance will not prejudice any party as San Isabel will serve its testimony and exhibits electronically in accordance with Decision No. R07-0485-I.  The Motion for Variance will be granted, and the variance will permit San Isabel to file an original and one copy of Mr. Duval's voluminous confidential exhibits in hard copy
 and the remaining copies on CD Rom.  

7. As no party will be prejudiced by the granting of the Motion for Variance, the Motion for Waiver of Response Time will be granted.  Response time will be waived.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion for Variance of Filing Requirements in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1204(a)(III) is granted.  

2. San Isabel Telecom, Inc., may file an original and one copy of the confidential exhibits of its witness Chad Duval in paper copy.  The remaining copies may be filed on CD ROM.  

3. The Motion for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

4. Response time to the Motion for Waiver or Variance of Filing Requirements in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1204(a)(III) is waived.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
