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I. statement

1. On April 27, 2007, N.E. Colorado Cellular, Inc. doing business as Viaero (Viaero) filed an application pursuant to § 214(e) of the Communications Act of 1934 as Amended (the Act) and Rules 2187 and 2847 of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2, to extend its federal eligible telecommunications carrier (ETC) designation and its state Eligible Provider (EP) designation to cover additional territory within Viaero's newly expanded FCC-licensed service area.
2. On July 5, 2007, Viaero filed a Verified Motion for Admission Pro Hac Vice of David LaFuria (Verified Motion).  Mr. LaFuria is a member of the bar in Pennsylvania State and the District of Columbia and seeks leave to represent Viaero in this matter.  

3. By his execution of the pleading, Viaero’s counsel in this docket, Craig D. Joyce, Esq., certifies his association on this matter with Mr. LaFuria. 

4. Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(a) governs admissions to appear before the Commission for attorneys not licensed to practice in Colorado.  This rule in turn refers to Rule 221.1, Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure (Colo.R.Civ.P.).

5. On July 11, 2007, the Commission received the amended notification from the Clerk of the Supreme Court that the motion and required fees were received on July 5, 2007.

6. The Verified Motion contains the statements and information required by Colo.R.Civ.P. 221.  The information establishes that Mr. LaFuria has made the required filing with, and payment to, the Clerk of the Colorado Supreme Court.  

7. No response has been filed to the motion.

8. The Verified Motion states good cause, establishes that Mr. LaFuria is an attorney in good standing in Pennsylvania State and the District of Columbia, and demonstrates that Mr. LaFuria meets the requirements of Rule 1201, 4 CCR 723-1.  No party will be prejudiced by the granting of the Verified Motion, and the Verified Motion will be granted.  Mr. LaFuria will be admitted to practice before the Commission Pro Hac Vice.
