I. statement  

1. The Commission opened this docket to examine the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism and subsequently directed that certain issues related to designation of Eligible Telecommunications Carriers be addressed in this proceeding.  

2. Since the commencement of this investigatory proceeding, there have been numerous changes to the procedural schedule.  By Decision No. R07-0268-I, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) established the current procedural schedule.  This Order will vacate that procedural schedule and will establish a new schedule with the same filing intervals as the previous decision.  
3. The ALJ, with the assistance of Commission Staff (Staff), will issue a Report to the Commission on the workshops on or before August 31, 2007.  

4. The participants will have an opportunity to comment on the Report.  Those comments will be due 45 days following issuance of the Report.
  Each participant may file response comments to the comments filed by other participants; the response comments will be due 60 days following issuance of the Report.
  These filings are wholly voluntary.  Absent unusual circumstances, the ALJ and Staff will not respond to comments or to response comments.  

5. In Decision No. C06-0018, the Commission directed the participants to file legal briefs:  

In addition to the questions to be addressed in each workshop as part of this investigation, it is necessary to consider whether the basis of the CHCSM is still relevant.  We therefore, with acknowledgement of § 40-15-208, C.R.S., pose the following questions to be addressed in legal briefs[:]  What is the legal authority, both federal and state, for the CHCSM?  As a matter of law, must the Commission retain the CHCSM?  If the Commission must retain the CHCSM, what are the parameters of the mandatory retention?  

Id. at ¶ 8.  

6. The participants are reminded of the legal issues which the Commission wishes to have addressed.  Initial legal briefs will be due 45 days following issuance of the Report, and response legal briefs will be due 60 days following issuance of the Report.  

7. The Report to the Commission, the participants' comments and response comments concerning the Report, and the legal briefs and response briefs will be posted to the Commission's website.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The procedural schedule and filing dates established in Decision No. R07-0268-I are vacated.  

2. On or before August 31, 2007, the Administrative Law Judge, with the assistance of the Commission Staff, will issue a Report to the Commission on the workshops.  

3. A participant may file initial comments on the Report no later than 45 days following issuance of the Report.  This filing is voluntary.  

4. A participant may file, no later than 45 days following issuance of the Report, an initial legal brief which addresses the issues identified in Decision No. C06-0018 at ¶ I.8.  

5. A participant may file response comments no later than 60 days following issuance of the Report.  This filing is voluntary.  

6. A participant may file, no later than 60 days following issuance of the Report, a legal brief in response to legal briefs filed on the issues identified in Decision No. C06-0018 at ¶ I.8.  

7. This Order is effective immediately.  
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
