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I. STATEMENT

1. On July 25, 2007, The Town of Castle Rock (Castle Rock) filed a Motion to Bifurcate Decision and to Issue a Separate Decision Authorizing Construction of a New Grade Separation.  

2. On August 1, 2007, BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) filed a response, objecting to the motion to bifurcate decision.

3. The Motion to Bifurcate Decision will be denied.  The merits of the case have been heard. Both issues in the case, namely, the cost allocation of the proposed grade separation, and the authority to construct the grade separation were contested.  Briefs have been filed, and the matter is now at issue.
II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Bifurcate Decision and to Issue Separate Decision Authorizing Construction of a New Grade Separation filed by The Town of Castle Rock is denied.
