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I. statement
1. On October 31, 2005, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a Report of Adoption in which it informed the Commission that Qwest and Pac-West Telecomm, Inc. (Pac-West), had entered into an Interconnection Agreement (ICA) as a result of Pac-West's adoption of the interconnection agreement between Qwest and Intelicom, LLC, which interconnection agreement the Commission had previously approved.  By Decision No. C05-1420, the Commission approved the Report of Adoption.
  

Pac-West filed a Petition to Resolve Dispute Regarding Change-in-Law Amendment to ICA (Petition).  In that filing, Pac-West states:  (a) the parties have a dispute concerning revision to the ICA language which is necessary appropriately to reflect the Federal Communications Commission's (FCC) ruling in Petition of Core Communications, Inc. for Forbearance under 47 U.S.C. § 160(c) from Application of the ISP Remand Order, Order, WC 

2. Docket No. 03-171, FCC 04-241, 19 FCC Rcd. 20179 (rel. Oct. 18, 2004) (Core Communications Order); and (b) the parties have exhausted the dispute resolution process contained in the ICA without a satisfactory conclusion to the dispute.  As a result, Pac-West asks the Commission to resolve the "dispute by adopting Pac-West's proposed amendment ... to the [ICA] consistent with the change in law resulting from the" Core Communications Order.  Petition at 10.  

3. Pursuant to Decision No. R06-1032-I, Qwest filed its Response to the Petition.  

4. The parties in this proceeding are Pac-West and Qwest.  

5. As relevant here, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued Decision No. R07-0180-I in which she established a hearing date and procedural schedule with respect to the Petition.  Hearing is scheduled for August 29 and 30, 2007.  The parties are to file any stipulation reached in this matter by noon on August 24, 2007.  
6. On August 24, 2007, the parties contacted the ALJ by telephone and informed her that they are working toward a settlement of the Pac-West Petition.  To accommodate further work to that end, they requested that the hearing dates of August 29 and 30, 2007 be vacated; that the filing date for the stipulation be changed; and that a new hearing date be established.  As the requests stated good cause and as both parties requested the changes, the ALJ stated that the requests would be granted.  This Order memorializes that decision.  
7. The hearing dates of August 29 and 30, 2007 will be vacated.  The hearing on the Petition will be scheduled for September 6, 2007, a date to which the parties agreed.  The procedural schedule will be modified as follows:  on or before noon on August 31, 2007, the parties will file any stipulation reached.  The parties will be ordered to provide a copy of any stipulation filed with the Commission directly to the ALJ at the time of the filing.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The hearing scheduled in this matter for August 29 and 30, 2007 is vacated.  

2. Hearing in this matter with respect to the Petition to Resolve Dispute Regarding Change-in-Law Amendment to ICA filed by Pac-West Telecom, Inc., is scheduled for the following date and time and at the following location:

3. The procedural schedule adopted in Decision No. R07-0180-I is modified as follows:  on or before noon on August 31, 2007, the parties shall file any stipulation reached with respect to the Petition to Resolve Dispute Regarding Change-in-Law Amendment to ICA filed by Pac-West Telecom, Inc.  

4. At the time a stipulation with respect to the Petition to Resolve Dispute Regarding Change-in-Law Amendment to ICA filed by Pac-West Telecom, Inc., is filed, the parties shall provide a copy of that stipulation directly to the Administrative Law Judge.  This requirement shall not reduce the number of copies which must be filed in accordance with the Commission’s rules.  

5. Except as modified by this Order, the procedural schedule, the filing requirements, and the other requirements set out in Decision No. R07-0180-I remain in effect.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
