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I. statement  

1. On July 2, 2007, Public Service Company of Colorado (Applicant) filed a Verified Application for Approval of Gas Selective Meter Sampling Program and for Waiver of Rules 4304(d)(I) through 4304(d)(III) (Application).  Applicant did not file testimony in support of the Application.  The filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application.  Notice of Application Filed dated July 3, 2007 (Notice).  The Notice established an intervention period and a procedural schedule for this matter.  This Order will vacate the procedural schedule.  

3. Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely filed its intervention in this matter.  Staff contests the Application and requests a hearing.  

4. The intervention period has closed.  The parties in this matter are Applicant and Staff.  

5. On August 13, 2007, Applicant filed an uncontested Motion to Hold Docket in Abeyance.  By Decision No. C07-0717, the Commission denied this motion.  

6. The Commission deemed the Application complete as of August 15, 2007.  Id. at ¶ 5.  Consequently and in accordance with § 40-6-109.5(2), C.R.S., the Commission's decision in this matter should issue within 210 days of that date (i.e., on or before March 12, 2008).  

7. The Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ); established a filing date for direct testimony; and scheduled a hearing for October 15, 2007.  This Order will vacate both the procedural schedule and the hearing date.  

8. It is now necessary to schedule a hearing and to establish a procedural schedule in this case.  To do so, a prehearing conference will be held on September 13, 2007.  

9. The parties must be prepared to discuss:  (a) date by which Applicant will file its direct testimony and exhibits; (b) date by which Staff will file its answer testimony and exhibits; (c) date by which Applicant will file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (d) date by which each party will file its corrected testimony and exhibits; (e) date by which each party will file its prehearing motions;
 (f) whether a final prehearing conference is necessary and, if it is, the date for that prehearing conference; (g) date by which the parties will file any stipulation reached;
 (h) hearing date(s); (i) date by which each party will file its post-hearing statement of position; and (j) whether responses to post-hearing statements of position should be allowed and, if so, date by which each party will file its response to the post-hearing statement of position of the opposing party.  

10. In addition, the parties must be prepared to discuss any matters pertaining to discovery if they deem the procedures and time frames contained in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 not to be sufficient.  

11. Finally, a party may raise any additional issue.  

12. In considering proposed hearing dates in this matter, the parties are reminded that the Commission deemed the Application complete on August 15, 2007 and that the Commission decision in this matter should issue no later than March 12, 2007.  To allow adequate time for statements of position, for responses to statement of position, for preparation of a recommended decision, for exceptions to the recommended decision, and for preparation of a Commission decision on exceptions,
 the hearing must occur no later than December 14, 2007.  

13. The undersigned ALJ expects the parties to come to the prehearing conference with proposed dates for the procedural schedule.  The parties must consult prior to the prehearing conference with respect to the listed matters and are encouraged to present, if possible, a procedural schedule and hearing date(s) which are satisfactory to all parties.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The procedural schedule established by the Notice of Application Filed dated July 3, 2007 is vacated.  

2. The procedural schedule established by Decision No. C07-0717 is vacated.  

3. The hearing scheduled for October 15, 2007 is vacated.  

4. A prehearing conference will be held in this matter on the following date, at the following time, and at the following location:
