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I. STATEMENT

1. By Decision No. C07-0694, the Commission referred the Application filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc., (CNG) on June 22, 2007 for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide natural gas service in certain areas of Summit and Park counties to an administrative law judge of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission for disposition.

2. On August 20, 2007, CNG filed its Motion to Amend Verified Application and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  CNG requests leave to amend the application in this docket and requests response time be waived to the Motion.
3. Since the filing of the Application, Commission Staff sent CNG a letter setting forth certain deficiencies surrounding CNG's application as originally filed.
4. On or about July 26, 2007, Public Service Company of Colorado ("Public Service") filed a Motion for Leave to Intervene and Request for Hearing in this proceeding.  On or about August 3, 2007, Public Service amended the motion by filing a Notice of Corrected Pleading advising the Commission that the original motion had been filed with the incorrect docket number.

5. Public Service demonstrates that it has a substantial and direct interest in these proceedings, which will not be adequately represented by any other party.  No response was filed to Public Service’s request for intervention.

6. On August 7, 2007, the Commission Staff filed its Notice of Intervention, Entry of Appearance, Notice Pursuant to Rules 1007(a) and 1403(b), and Request for Hearing.

7. Pursuant to Rule 1309 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, leave is required for CNG to amend its application.  

8. By Decision No. C07-0694, the Commission provided CNG with additional time within which to file audited financial statements required under the Commission's Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators.

9. While the docket was held in abeyance, as ordered by the Commission, CNG completed the audited financial statements and otherwise revised its application to set forth the various affirmative statements required by the Commission's rules.  Finally, CNG made certain revisions/corrections to the application that can be described as being housekeeping in nature.

10. CNG conferred with representatives of the Commission Staff and Public Service and states that they do not oppose the relief requested in the Motion.  Because the requested relief is unopposed, it is appropriate that response time be waived.

11. Good cause appearing for the unopposed request, it will be granted.
12. Having reviewed the current record in this matter, the Application is deemed complete in accordance with § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.
II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Motion to Amend Verified Application and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed August 20, 2007, is waived.
2. The Motion to Amend Verified Application and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed August 20, 2007, is granted.

3. The Application filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. is amended to conform to the Amended Verified Application filed on August 20, 2007. 

4. Public Service Company of Colorado’s request for intervention is granted.   Public Service is permitted intervenor status in this matter.
5. The amended application of Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide natural gas service in certain areas of Summit and Park counties is deemed complete.
6. This Order is effective immediately.
