I. STATEMENT
1. By Decision No. R07-0692-I, a procedural schedule was adopted to govern the remainder of this proceeding.

4. If Keystone does not pre-file its direct testimony as set forth above, Keystone shall file its list of witnesses (including a summary of each witness’ testimony) and copies of its exhibits, and shall serve all other parties with a copy of the same, on or before September 13, 2007.

5. If Suwinski does not pre-file his answer testimony as set forth above, Suwinski shall file his list of witnesses (including a summary of each witness’ testimony) and copies of his exhibits, and shall serve all other parties with a copy of the same, on or before September 27, 2007.
