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I. STATEMENT

1. On August 17, 2007, N.E. Colorado Cellular, Inc., doing business as Viaero Wireless (“Viaero”) filed its Motion for Leave to Amend Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier and Eligible Provider in Additional Areas of Colorado and Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  Viaero requests leave to amend the application in this docket and requests response time be waived or shortened so that other parties and intervenors have the benefit of a definitive ruling before they prepare their Answer testimony presently due on September 28, 2007.

2. Under the unique circumstances presented, Viaero has shown good cause for the shortening of response time to the Motion.  Response time will be shortened to the date of this order.  No response has been filed to the Motion as of the writing of this order.  
3. Pursuant to Rule 1309 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, leave is required for Viaero to amend its application.  While the Motion explains the requested amendments, there are little grounds stated in support of the request.
4. However, in the interests of administrative efficiency, little gain would result from forcing Viaero to pursue an application in this docket that it does not wish to pursue.  Rather, such a position would logically only result in ultimate dismissal and re-filing the application.  

5. It is found that good cause exists to grant the Motion under the limited circumstances present.
II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Motion for Leave to Amend Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier and Eligible Provider in Additional Areas of Colorado and Waiver of Response Time filed August 17, 2007, is shortened to the date of this order.
2. The Motion for Leave to Amend Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier and Eligible Provider in Additional Areas of Colorado and Waiver of Response Time filed August 17, 2007, is granted.

3. The Application filed by N.E. Colorado Cellular, Inc., doing business as Viaero Wireless is amended to conform to Exhibits A, B, C and D filed with the Motion for Leave to Amend Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier and Eligible Provider in Additional Areas of Colorado and Waiver of Response Time. 

4. This Order is effective immediately.
