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I. statement

1. This matter comes before the Public Utilities Commission for consideration of a portion of the application filed on October 5, 2006 by the Arkansas River Power Authority (ARPA), requesting authority to construct a new at-grade crossing of Prowers County Road 9 with a new storage track constructed by ARPA approximately 60 feet north of an existing BNSF Railway Company crossing in Lamar, Colorado.  

2. By Decision No. R07-0704-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled in this matter to commence in Denver, Colorado on September 4, 2007.  At the assigned time and place, the conference was conducted.  Both parties appeared and participated through counsel.

3. The parties provided a status of ongoing efforts to resolve their differences in this matter and both represent that substantial progress has been made in that regard.  The parties are now working to finalize the written terms of agreement and anticipate filing the same on or before October 5, 2007.  

4. The parties will be provided additional time to finalize their agreement.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The parties should memorialize the terms of agreement resolving this matter and file the same, along with a motion for approval, on or before October 5, 2007.  Should negotiations fail, any party may request further relief.  If the agreement is not finalized and submitted, a prehearing conference will be scheduled or a procedural schedule will be adopted by separate order. 

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
