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I. statement  

1. On July 2, 2007, Public Service Company of Colorado (Applicant) filed a Verified Application for Approval of Gas Selective Meter Sampling Program and for Waiver of Rules 4304(d)(I) through 4304(d)(III) (Application).  The filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application.  Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed its intervention in this matter.  Staff contests the Application and requests a hearing.  

3. The parties in this matter are Applicant and Staff.  

4. The Commission deemed the Application complete as of August 15, 2007.  Decision No. C07-0717 at ¶ 5.  Consequently and in accordance with § 40-6-109.5(2), C.R.S., the Commission's decision in this matter should issue within 210 days of that date (i.e., on or before March 12, 2008).  The procedural schedule adopted in this Order will permit the Commission to issue its decision within this timeframe.  
5. The Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

6. On September 13, 2007, pursuant to Decision No. R07-0727-I, the ALJ held a prehearing conference.  Both parties were present, were represented, and participated.  

7. The parties proposed, and the ALJ found to be acceptable, the following procedural schedule:  (a) on or before October 1, 2007, Applicant will file its direct testimony and exhibits; (b) on or before November 5, 2007, Staff will file its answer testimony and exhibits; (c) on or before November 26, 2007, Applicant will file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (d) on or before December 3, 2007, each party will file its corrected testimony and exhibits; (e) on or before December 3, 2007, each party will file its prehearing motions; (f) on or before December 3, 2007, the parties will file any stipulation reached; (g) hearing will be held on December 7, 2007; and (h) on or before December 21, 2007, each party will file its post-hearing statement of position.  

8. No final prehearing conference will be scheduled at this time.  If a party wishes to have another prehearing conference, that party may file an appropriate motion.  

9. At the time it is filed with the Commission, the party making the filing will provide directly to the ALJ a copy of any prehearing motion filed in this matter.  At the time it is filed with the Commission, the party making the filing will provide directly to the ALJ a copy of any response to a prehearing motion filed in this matter.  Compliance with this requirement will not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  
10. Parties will provide directly to the ALJ a copy of any stipulation filed in this matter.  Compliance with this requirement will not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

11. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1405 will govern discovery in this proceeding, except as modified as follows:  (a) the response time for discovery propounded with respect to Applicant's direct testimony will be ten calendar days; (b) the response time for discovery propounded with respect to Staff's answer testimony will be seven calendar days; (c) the response time for discovery propounded with respect to Applicant's rebuttal testimony will be five calendar days; and (d) no discovery may be served after close of business on November 30, 2007.  
12. Except in testimony or as necessary to support a motion, parties shall not file discovery or audit requests and shall not file responses to discovery or to audit requests.  Motions pertaining to discovery or audit issues are not subject to ¶ 7, supra, and may be filed at any time; responses will be made in writing unless otherwise ordered; and, if necessary, the ALJ will hold a hearing on a discovery-related or an audit-related motion as soon as practicable after the motion is filed.  

13. A party which files a motion related to discovery or to audit will provide a copy of its filing directly to the ALJ at the time the filing is made.  A party which files a response to such a motion, will provide a copy of its filing directly to the ALJ at the time the filing is made.  Compliance with this requirement will not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  
14. The parties and their witnesses shall provide the decision number when referring to a Commission decision.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

2. The following procedural schedule is adopted:  (a) on or before October 1, 2007, Applicant will file its direct testimony and exhibits; (b) on or before November 5, 2007, Staff will file its answer testimony and exhibits; (c) on or before November 26, 2007, Applicant will file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (d) on or before December 3, 2007, each party will file its corrected testimony and exhibits; (e) on or before December 3, 2007, each party will file its prehearing motions; (f) on or before December 3, 2007, the parties will file any stipulation reached; and (g) on or before December 21, 2007, each party will file its post-hearing statement of position.  

3. No final prehearing conference is scheduled at this time.  If a party wishes to have another prehearing conference, then that party may file an appropriate motion.  

4. A party which files a prehearing motion or which files a response to such a motion shall provide a copy of its filing directly to the ALJ at the time the filing is made.  Compliance with this requirement shall not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

5. At the same time a party files a stipulation in this docket, that party shall provide directly to the Administrative Law Judge a copy of the stipulation.  Compliance with this requirement shall not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

6. Except as modified by ¶ I.11, supra, Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 governs discovery in this matter.  No discovery shall be served after close of business on November 30, 2007.  

7. Except in testimony or as necessary to support a motion, parties shall not file either discovery requests or responses with the Commission.  

8. Except in testimony or as necessary to support a motion, parties shall not file either audit requests or responses with the Commission.  

9. A party which files a motion related to discovery or which files a response to such a motion shall provide a copy of its filing directly to the ALJ at the time the filing is made.  Compliance with this requirement shall not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

10. A party which files a motion related to audit or which files a response to such a motion shall provide a copy of its filing directly to the ALJ at the time the filing is made.  Compliance with this requirement shall not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

11. The parties and their witnesses shall provide the decision number when referring to a decision of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.  

12. The parties shall make the filings, and shall abide by the requirements, set out in this Order and discussed above.  

13. This Order is effective immediately.
