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I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

1. By Decision No. R07-0722-I, mailed on August 27, 2007, the parties were ordered to provide the Commission their available dates for the setting of a hearing.

2. On August 31, 2007, Union Pacific Railroad Company (Union Pacific) filed a motion requesting that the setting of a hearing be postponed since Union Pacific and the City of Colorado Springs (City) are actively involved in discussions that would settle all matters at issue in the instant docket. 

3. Union Pacific states that the parties believe that they are close to an agreement that would obviate the need for a hearing.

4. Union Pacific also states that it is authorized to state in its motion that the City concurs in the Motion.  Union Pacific attempted to contact counsel for the other party, Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT), however it was unsuccessful. CDOT has not filed an objection to the Motion.

5. Good cause having been shown by Union Pacific, the Motion to postpone the setting of a hearing will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Union Pacific Railroad Company to Postpone the Setting of the Case for hearing is granted.

2. Union Pacific shall within 30 days of the mailing of this Order file a settlement agreement with the Commission, or in lieu thereof, stipulated dates for the setting of the hearing.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
