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I. statement  

1. On July 5, 2007, Carbondale Cab Company, LLC (Applicant), filed an Application to Operate as a Common Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle (Application).  The filing commenced this proceeding.  Applicant is not represented by counsel.  
2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application.  Notice of Applications Filed dated July 9, 2007.  Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc., doing business as High Mountain Taxi (High Mountain), timely intervened.  Snow Limousine, Inc. (Snow), timely intervened.  Michael Albert Murrell, doing business as Valley Taxi (Valley Taxi), timely intervened.  
3. The intervention period has closed.  The parties in this matter are Applicant, High Mountain, Snow, and Valley Taxi.  Each intervenor opposes the Application.  

4. The Commission deemed the Application complete as of August 15, 2007 and assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

5. By Decision No. R07-0706-I, the ALJ scheduled a hearing in this matter for October 18, 2007 and established a procedural schedule.  Applicant failed to make the required filing of its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits.
  As a result of Applicant's failure to file, none of the intervenors filed a list of witnesses and copies of exhibits.  
6. In addition to establishing a hearing date and a procedural schedule, Decision No. R07-0706-I required Applicant either to make, on or before August 31, 2007, a filing which established that Applicant may proceed without counsel or to have, on or before August 31, 2007, its counsel enter an appearance in this matter.  Id. at Ordering Paragraphs 7 and 8.  Review of the Commission's file in this matter reveals that, as of the date of this Order, no attorney has entered an appearance on behalf of Applicant.  Review of the Commission's file in this matter also reveals that, as of the date of this Order, Applicant has not made the required filing concerning why it should be permitted to proceed in this case without an attorney.  
7. By letter dated September 12, 2007 and copied to the Commission, counsel for High Mountain and Snow wrote to Applicant:  "You advised me that it is your intent to dismiss this application.  Please do that as soon as possible, notifying the Public Utilities Commission and me."  Review of the Commission's file in this matter reveals that, as of the date of this Order, Applicant has made no filing with the Commission requesting that the Application be withdrawn or dismissed.  
8. There is insufficient time remaining before the scheduled hearing date to prepare for hearing.  In addition, at present Applicant is not represented by counsel and cannot proceed.  Finally, there is some question about Applicant's intentions with respect to going forward with the Application.  Thus, this Order will vacate both the hearing and the procedural schedule.  
9. This Order will require Applicant to file, on or before October 5, 2007, a statement concerning whether it wishes to proceed with the Application.  Applicant is advised, and is on notice, that failure to make the required filing on or before October 5, 2007 will result in dismissal of the Application without prejudice.  
10. If Applicant wishes to proceed with the Application, then this Order will require Applicant to retain legal counsel and to have that legal counsel enter an appearance on or before October 5, 2007.  Applicant is advised, and is on notice, that failure of counsel to enter an appearance on or before October 5, 2007 will result in dismissal of the Application without prejudice.  To reiterate and to be clear:  this requirement applies only if Applicant wishes to proceed with the Application.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The hearing scheduled in this matter for October 18, 2007 is vacated.  
2. The procedural schedule established in Decision No. R07-0706-I is vacated.  
3. On or before October 5, 2007, Carbondale Cab Company, LLC, shall file a statement informing the Commission whether it wishes to proceed in this matter.  Applicant is advised, and is on notice, that failure to make the required filing on or before October 5, 2007 will result in dismissal of the Application without prejudice.  
4. If Carbondale Cab Company, LLC, elects to proceed with this matter, then Carbondale Cab Company, LLC, shall retain legal counsel and shall have its counsel enter an appearance on or before October 5, 2007.  Applicant is advised, and is on notice, that failure of its counsel to enter an appearance on or before October 5, 2007 will result in dismissal of the Application without prejudice.  This requirement applies only if Applicant wishes to proceed with the Application.  
5. The parties shall abide by the requirements of this Order.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
