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I. statement
1. On January 25, 2007, Mr. Gus R. Michaels, III (Complainant), filed a Formal Complaint (Complaint) against Public Service Company of Colorado (Respondent).
  Respondent timely filed its Answer to the Complaint.  The Answer put this case at issue.  

2. By Decision No. R07-0652-I, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) scheduled the hearing in this matter for October 9 and 10, 2007.  The parties had suggested these dates.  

3. On September 19, 2007, Complainant filed, inter alia, a Request for Hearing Continuance.  The ALJ is informed that Respondent does not object to the granting of this request.  

4. There are numerous issues which may need to be resolved before this matter can be heard.
  See Complainant's filing.  In addition, counsel for Respondent is on medical leave and may not be able to prepare for hearing on the now-scheduled dates.  Finally, no party objects to the granting of the request.  Accordingly, the Request for Hearing Continuance will be granted.  The hearing scheduled for October 9 and 10, 2007 will be vacated.  

5. The parties are directed to confer concerning new hearing dates and, no later than October 5, 2007, to provide the ALJ with suggested hearing dates which are acceptable to both parties.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Request for Hearing Continuance is granted.  

2. The hearing in this matter scheduled for October 9 and 10, 2007 is vacated.  

3. Decision No. R07-0079-I remains in effect.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
