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I. statement
1. On January 25, 2007, Mr. Gus R. Michaels, III (Complainant), filed a Formal Complaint (Complaint) against Public Service Company of Colorado (Respondent).
  Respondent timely filed its Answer to the Complaint.  The Answer put this case at issue.  
2. By Decision No. R07-0846-I, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) scheduled a prehearing conference in this matter.  In that Order, the parties were directed to be prepared to discuss:  (a) the portions of the filing entitled "Complainant's (1) Request for a Subpoena for a Pre-Hearing Deposition of Andy Borchers, (2) Motion to Compel Omitted Disclosures as Ordered by the ALJ, (3) Request for Status Conference and Hearing Continuance to Resolve Outstanding Discovery Issues, and (4) Request for Issuance of Subpoenas for Attendance of Other XCEL Employees at Hearing" (Complainant's Filing) which have not been resolved; (b) any outstanding issues (including termination of discovery), the scope of the complaint proceeding itself, and any limitation to the anticipated evidence and testimony to be presented by the parties and/or allowed by the Administrative Law Judge at hearing; and (c) a procedural schedule (e.g., filing date for lists of witnesses and copies of exhibits, for prehearing motions, and for any stipulation reached).  The purpose of the prehearing conference is to resolve the pending motion and to set a procedural schedule and hearing dates so that no additional continuance of the hearing date is required.  
3. Since that Order was issued, the ALJ has received electronic correspondence from the parties informing the ALJ that the parties prefer a date in mid-November for the prehearing conference.  In addition, the parties have stated a preference for deciding the hearing date at the prehearing conference.  
4. The ALJ agrees that a prehearing conference on a later date would be preferable under the circumstances presented in this matter.  In addition, the ALJ concurs that setting the hearing date at the prehearing conference is the better approach because that will permit the entire procedural schedule to be set at one time.  Therefore, the ALJ will vacate the prehearing conference scheduled for October 16, 2007 and will schedule a prehearing conference in this matter for November 14, 2007.  Each party will be ordered to appear in person at the prehearing conference and to be prepared to address the matters identified in this Order.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:
1. The prehearing conference scheduled matter for October 16, 2007 is vacated.
2. A prehearing conference will be held in this matter on the following date, at the following time, and at the following location:
