I. STATEMENT

1. The Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) initiated the captioned docket on August 17, 2007, by issuance of Decision No. C07-0696 entitled “Formal Complaint and Notice of Hearing” (Complaint).    

2. In accordance with the Complaint, a hearing was held on October 4, 2007.  During the course of the hearing, a continuance was granted.  During the hearing, Staff’s counsel indicated that Staff does not wish to proceed with the Complaint against some respondents.  By Decision No. R07-0844-I, Staff was ordered to file a motion seeking dismissal of the complaint against such respondents.  
3. On October 9, 2007, Staff’s Motion to Dismiss Certain Competitive Local Exchange Carriers, Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Service Providers, Registered Toll Resellers, and Underlying Facilities Based Carriers with Prejudice was timely filed.

4. 5. No respondent will be prejudiced by waiver of response time to Staff’s motion.  The Administrative Law Judge will waive response time sua sponte.
6. Good cause having been shown, the request to dismiss the above-referenced parties with prejudice will be granted.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Staff’s Motion to Dismiss Certain Competitive Local Exchange Carriers, Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Service Providers, Registered Toll Resellers, and Underlying Facilities Based Carriers with Prejudice filed October 9, 2007, is granted.

2.
