I. statement

1. Staff of the Commission (Staff) issued Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint to Appear No. 28339-CPAN (the CPAN) on October 1, 2003.  The CPAN commenced this proceeding.  

2. The parties in this proceeding are Respondent and Staff.  

3. By Decision No. R04-0170-I, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) granted an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing Dates and to Establish Procedures for Status Reports.  In essence, that Order held this proceeding in abeyance pending resolution of a federal court action.  

4. Decision No. R04-0170-I required the parties to file status reports on a quarterly basis.  The parties duly filed 14 status reports.  In the Fourteenth Status Report, filed on July 6, 2007, the parties reported that the United States District Court for the District of Colorado had entered a decision in the federal judicial proceeding.
  No status report has been filed since July 6, 2007.  

5. Decision No. R04-0170-I provides:  

Within five business days of the issuance of a dispositive decision in the federal action, the parties shall make either a filing with three suggested hearing dates (if the instant proceeding is permitted to go forward) or a filing with respect to disposition of this matter (if the instant proceeding is not permitted to go forward).  

Id. at ¶ 12. 

6. The ALJ does not know the status of the federal judicial proceeding and, thus, does not know the status of the proceeding before her.  Therefore, the parties will be ordered either to file a status report (if the decision of the federal district court is on appeal) or to make a filing which complies with ¶ 12 of Decision No. R04-0170-I.  The filing will be due on or before October 26, 2007.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. On or before October 26, 2007, the parties shall file a status report (if the July 5, 2007 decision of the federal district court is on appeal) or shall make a filing which complies with ¶ 12 of Decision No. R04-0170-I.  

2. This Order is effective immediately.
