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I. statement

1. On November 8, 2005, the Town of Fraser, Colorado and the Town of Winter Park, Colorado (collectively Applicants) filed an application for a Commission order authorizing the construction of a new grade separated railroad-highway crossing at Grand Park Drive in the Town of Fraser, Colorado and the abolition of the existing at-grade railroad crossing at Kings Crossing Road (DOT No. 254-214U) in the Town of Winter Park, Colorado (Application).  Applicants did not file direct testimony and exhibits with the Application.  The Application commenced this docket.  

2. Applicants, Union Pacific Railroad Company, and Cornerstone Winter Park Holdings, LLC (Cornerstone) are the only parties to this proceeding.

3. In accordance with Decision No. R07-0705-I, a prehearing conference was held on October 23, 2007.  At the assigned place and time, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge called the prehearing conference to order.  All parties were represented and participated.  

4. It became clear during the course of the conference that the reported settlement was not complete and that no part of the settlement could be finalized.  Based thereupon, a new procedural schedule must be adopted to govern the remainder of this proceeding.  The parties will be afforded an opportunity to propose dates for hearing on the Application, as ordered below.  Thereafter, a procedural schedule will be adopted.

5. Applicants will be ordered to confer with all parties and the undersigned Administrative Law Judge as to scheduling availability for a new hearing date.  Applicants shall file a consensus hearing schedule.  If Applicants are not able to propose a consensus hearing date, then any party may make a filing to propose a new hearing date.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. On or before October 30, 2007, the Town of Fraser and the Town of Winter Park (collectively Applicants) shall file a proposed hearing date acceptable to all parties.
  If the parties are not able to agree to a new hearing date, any party may propose a new hearing date on or before the same date.
This Order is effective immediately.
