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I. statement  

1. On August 28, 2007, the Commission Staff (Staff) issued a Formal Complaint against Cypress Communications Operating Company, LLC (Respondent).  The filing commenced this proceeding.  
2. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).
3. On September 5, 2007, the Commission issued its Order to Satisfy or Answer.  

4. Respondent timely filed its Answer on September 18, 2007.  The Answer put this matter at issue.
5. The Formal Complaint and Decision No. R07-0823-I established a procedural schedule and a hearing date in this matter.  

6. By Decision No. R07-0843-I, on Staff's unopposed motion, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) vacated the hearing date and procedural schedule.  In that Order, the ALJ established a new procedural schedule and a hearing date of December 18, 2007.  
7. On October 24, 2007, Staff filed an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule and Waive Response Time (Motion).  In that filing, Staff states that it has reached an agreement in principle with Respondent; that the agreement resolves all issues in this matter; and that the parties are reducing that agreement to writing.  To allow the parties to focus on preparation of the written stipulation,
 Staff asks that the ALJ vacate the procedural schedule and that the hearing date be retained.  Staff represents that Respondent supports the Motion.  
8. The Motion states good cause, and no party will be prejudiced by granting the Motion.  The Motion will be granted, and the procedural schedule established in Decision No. R07-0843-I will be vacated except that the hearing date will be retained.  
9. As both parties support the Motion, the request to waive response time will be granted.  Response time will be waived.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule is granted.  

2. The procedural schedule adopted in Decision No. R07-0843-I is vacated.  

3. The hearing date of December 18, 2007 is retained.  

4. The Unopposed Motion to Waive Response Time is granted.  

5. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule and Waive Response Time is waived.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
