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I. STATEMENT

1. On or about June 22, 2007, Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG) filed its Verified Application seeking the issuance of a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) to provide natural gas service in designated areas within Summit and Park Counties, Colorado.  By Decision No. C07-0694, the Commission referred the Application to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition
2. Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), Staff of the Public Utilities Commission of the State of Colorado (Staff) and CNG are the only parties to this docket.
3. By Decision No. R07-0805-I, a procedural schedule was adopted for this docket. 

4. On October 26, 2007, CNG’s Motion for Order Modifying Procedural Schedule, and Waiving Response Time was filed.  CNG reports that settlement discussions have resulted in all parties reaching agreement in principle regarding the issues in this proceeding and that efforts are under way to reduce that agreement in principle to writing.  Modification of the procedural schedule is requested so that the parties may focus their attention on preparing a stipulation and agreement resolving all issues in this proceeding.
