I. statement

1. On July 2, 2007, Qwest Corporation, (Qwest) filed Advice Letter No. 3065.  By Decision No. C07-0738, the Commission suspended the proposed effective date, August 30, 2007, of Original Sheet No. 29 filed by Qwest Corporation (Qwest), with Advice Letter No. 3065, as amended, for 120 days through December 28, 2007, or until further order of the Commission.  Original Sheet No. 29 as filed by Qwest, with Advice Letter No. 3065, as amended, was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for the Commission.  The Commission directed that the ALJ act on this matter as expeditiously as possible.

2. By Decision No. R07-0847-I, a procedural schedule was adopted in accordance with the Commission’s direction to proceed on an expedite basis.

3. By Decision No. C07-0908, the Commission modified Decision No. C07-0738 so that this matter need not be handled on an expedited track.  Based thereupon, the existing procedural schedule and specific modifications to the discovery rules will be vacated and revisited. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The procedural schedule ordered in Decision No. R07-0847-I, is vacated.

2. The modification previously ordered requiring that responses to all written discovery and audit requests be served within seven calendar days of service of the requests to which they are directed is vacated.  
3. The hearing scheduled for December 4, 2007 through December 6, 2007 is vacated.
