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I. statement
1. Post-hearing statements of position were scheduled to be filed in this matter on or before November 5, 2007.

2. On November 2, 2007, the Entry of Appearance and Intervenor’s Motion for Extention (sic) of Time to File Post Hearing Statements of Position was filed on behalf of Intervenor Craig S. Suwinski (Suwinski).  Suwinski’s counsel entered an appearance and requested a 30-day extension of time during which to file post-hearing statements of position.

3. On November 5, 2007, Vail Summit Resorts, Inc., DBA Keystone Resort, Inc’s (Keystone) Response to Suwinski’s Motion for Extension of Time to File Post-Hearing Statements of Position was filed.  Keystone opposes the requested relief.

4. Suwinski recently retained counsel, Mr. Richard Bara.  Mr. Bara accurately states that the file in this matter is not inconsequential and that the legal issues to be addressed in post-hearing statements of position are complex.  The Administrative Law Judge is of the impression that the Commission will best benefit in the determination of contested issues if all counsel review the proceedings and present statements of position.  However, the timing of Mr. Bara’s entry of appearance was not caused by anyone other than Suwinski.  Keystone has done nothing to contribute to the timing of the filing and has steadfastly requested a quick resolution of this matter.

5. Suwinski has demonstrated good cause sufficient to warrant some extension of the deadline as requested; however, insufficient cause has been shown for a need to delay the proceedings by 30 days. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Entry of Appearance by Richard J. Bara, Esq. filed November 2, 2007 is acknowledged.

2. Intervenor’s Motion for Extention (sic) of Time to File Post Hearing Statements of Position filed November 2, 2007 is granted in part.  The deadline for filing post-hearing statements of position will be extended by two weeks.  Any party desiring to file a post-hearing statement of position shall do so on or before November 19, 2007.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
