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I. statement
1. Post-hearing statements of position were scheduled to be filed in this matter on or before November 5, 2007.

2. Following a fully litigated hearing on the above-captioned application, on November 2, 2007, the Entry of Appearance and Intervenor’s Motion for Extention (sic) of Time to File Post Hearing Statements of Position was filed on behalf of Intervenor Craig S. Suwinski (Suwinski).  Suwinski’s counsel entered an appearance and requested a 30-day extension of time during which to file post-hearing statements of position.

3. By Decision No. R07-0930-I, a limited extension of the due date for statements of position was granted to November 19, 2007.  

4. On November 15, 2007, Suwinski filed his Motion to Dismiss Application and Motion to Modify Interim Order.  Suwinski contends that paramount jurisdictional issues in the record require dismissal of the application. It is also requested that the filing of post hearing statements of position be stayed pending a ruling on the requested dismissal.

5. The litigated hearing in this matter is complete and closing statements of position are due.  The only cited authority for the relief sought is based upon the scope of the Commission’s jurisdiction.

6. On November 19, 2007, Vail Summit Resorts, Inc., doing business as Keystone Resort, Inc.’s (Keystone) Response to Suwinski’s Motion to Modify Interim Order was filed.  Keystone objects to the requested relief as it would only serve to unnecessarily delay the proceedings, harming Keystone.  Keystone states that a response to the Motion to Dismiss Application will be submitted under separate cover.  

7. Good cause has not been shown to delay resolution of the application on the merits pending a ruling on the requested dismissal.  The Motion to Modify Interim Order will be denied.

8. Keystone shall file a response to the Motion to Dismiss Application, to the extent is desires to do so, within the response time provided in the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Modify Interim Order filed on November 15, 2007 by Craig S. Suwinski is denied.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
