I. statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application filed by Mill Creek Water Sales and Distribution, LLC (Mill Creek) on August 21, 2007 for approval of a certificate of convenience and necessity authority and tariffs to provide water service in certain areas within San Juan County, Colorado.

2. By Decision No. C07-0861, the Commission referred this matter to an administrative law judge for determination of its merits, including disposition of any additional issues that may arise.

6. The motion being unopposed, it is appropriate that response time be waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Mill Creek Water Sales and Distribution, LLC’s (Mill Creek) waiver of the 210-day statutory time period provided for in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., filed on November 30, 2007, is acknowledged.

2. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time Within Which to File Direct Testimony and Exhibits and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed November 30, 2007 is waived.

3. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time Within Which to File Direct Testimony and Exhibits and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed November 30, 2007 is granted.

4. Mill Creek is granted an extension of time until December 5, 2007 within which to file its direct testimony and exhibits in this proceeding.
