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I. STATEMENT

1. On November 7, 2007, the verified Petition for Waiver/Variance of Safety Regulations-Driver was filed by Going in Style Limousine, doing business as Carey Limousine, and Lisa Allen (Petition).  The Petition requests a waiver of the visual acuity requirements of 49 Code of Federal Regulations 391.41(B)(10) as incorporated by Rule 6102 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.  The Petition specifically requests that the Commission grant the waiver commencing November 1, 2007.
2. By the Commission’s Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing, a hearing has been scheduled on the application to be held on December 10, 2007.

3. The Petition identifies the carrier seeking the waiver as LL-10.  A review of the Commission’s records indicates that LL-10 is Carey Denver, which does not match either referenced named applicant.

4. A review of the Petition also indicates that the Petition was only executed by Lisa Allen, Driver.  Thus, there is no indication that the Petition was executed by or on behalf of any carrier.

5. The Petition provides that an applicant shall include the following information with the Petition:

a) An opinion from the doctor concerning whether he/she feels the driver could safely operate a motor vehicle of the type the driver intends to operate coupled with a short description of the reason for the physical disqualification; and 

b) A copy of the driver's road test administered by the motor carrier and the certificate issued pursuant to 391.31(b) through (g).

Based upon a review of the Commission’s file, the stated information was not included with the Petition.

6. Prior to the commencement of the hearing scheduled in this matter, an amended verified application shall be filed that properly identifies the carrier for which the waiver is sought and that is executed by both the carrier and Lisa Allen.

7. Prior to the commencement of the hearing scheduled in this matter, an opinion from the doctor (including a short description of the reason for the physical disqualification) shall be filed that indicates whether he/she feels the driver could safely operate a motor vehicle of the type the driver intends to operate. 

8. Prior to the commencement of the hearing scheduled in this matter, a copy of the driver's road test administered by the motor carrier and the certificate issued pursuant to 391.31(b) through (g) shall be filed.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Prior to commencement of hearing in this matter, the application shall be amended and supplemented in accordance with the foregoing discussion.  Failure to timely file the referenced information will result in dismissal of the application without prejudice.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
