I. STATEMENT

1. On December 3, 2007, Bill Howard faxed a request on behalf of Unique Taxi & Limousine Service (Unique Taxi) to the Commission requesting that the hearing scheduled in the above-captioned matter be rescheduled.  

2. The facsimile copy was not accompanied by a Certificate of Service documenting compliance with Rule 1205, of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.  

3. The undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) informally contacted counsel for Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff).  Counsel informally acknowledged receipt of the request and stated that parties were attempting to arrange a mutually convenient time to reschedule the hearing. Staff did not oppose vacating the scheduled hearing.  Staff and Unique Taxi are the only parties to this proceeding.

4. Although the original copy of the letter has not been received by the Commission, the ALJ will sua sponte waive the requirement of Rule 1204(b) 4 CCR 723-1, that the original copy of the facsimile be filed. Thus, the facsimile copy will be accepted for filing in light of the pending hearing date and the need to timely inform the parties that the hearing will be vacated.

5. Good cause appearing for the unopposed request to vacate the hearing scheduled in this matter to commence on December 13, 2007, response time will be waived and the hearing will be vacated for all issues and matters in this docket.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The requirement of Rule 1204(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 for Unique Taxi & Limousine Service (Unique Taxi) to file the original copy of the facsimile filing of December 3, 2007 is waived.
2. Response time to the request of Unique Taxi to reschedule the hearing in this matter is waived and the request is granted.

3. The hearing scheduled in this matter for December 13, 2007is vacated. 

4. On or before December 12, 2007, the parties shall jointly propose two alternative hearing dates.  If the parties fail to do so, a new hearing date will be scheduled by separate order. 

5. This Order is effective immediately.
