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I. statement

1. On September 14, 2007, Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks-WPC (Aquila) filed its Verified Application for an order approving Aquila’s 2008 Qualifying Retail Utility Compliance Plan.  

2. On September 18, 2007, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  Such Notice established, among other things, dates by which interventions were to be filed.  

3. On October 23, 2007, Commission Staff filed its notice of intervention, entry of appearance, and request for hearing.

4. By minute entry during the Commission’s weekly meeting held October 31, 2007, the Commission referred this matter to an administrative law judge for resolution (ALJ).

5. The ALJ informally contacted the parties on November 6, 2007 to inquire whether they could develop a mutually satisfactory procedural schedule.  After some delay, the parties proposed a mutually acceptable procedural schedule to govern this proceeding.

6. The jointly proposed procedural schedule and hearing date for this proceeding is acceptable to the ALJ and will be adopted below.  In addition, the parties requested that other agreed upon matters be incorporated in the order governing procedure in this docket.
