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I. statement, findings, and conclusion  
1. On September 19, 2007, Federal Moving & Storage Co., Inc. (Federal), filed a Registration to Operate as a Colorado Mover of Household Goods.  The paperwork is complete, and Federal paid the required registration fee.  

2. Prior to registering a person or entity as a household goods mover, Commission Staff (Staff) is required to review the results of a fingerprint-based criminal records check and to make other inquiries into the background of the registrant and its directors, officers, owners, and/or general partners.  Section 40-14-103.5, C.R.S.; Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6-6603.  

3. In the course of its review of and inquiry into Federal, Staff obtained information which indicated to Staff that it was not able to register Federal due to information concerning one of Federal's principals.  In accordance with Commission procedures, Staff did not register Federal; instead, the matter was referred for hearing.  The referral commenced this proceeding.  

4. On November 30, 2007, the Commission issued its Order and Notice of Hearing in this matter.  The Order directed Federal to contact the Commission within 30 days to establish a hearing date.  

5. Staff intervened of right in this docket on December 4, 2007.  In the same filing, counsel for Staff entered an appearance and provided notice pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1007(a) and Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1403(b).  

6. On December 21, 2007, Staff filed a Motion to Dismiss (Motion).  As grounds for that filing and as good cause for granting the Motion, Staff stated that its further investigation revealed that Federal's principal is not the individual against whom there are two unsatisfied judgments.  These judgments were the basis upon which Staff referred the matter for hearing.  Staff states that the results of its background check of Federal are negative;
 that Federal has met the requirements to be registered as a mover of household goods; and that, aside from the pendency of this docket, there is nothing preventing Federal's registration.  

7. The Motion states good cause, and granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The Motion will be granted, and this docket will be dismissed and closed.  

8. Federal has met the requirements for registration and should be registered.  Accordingly, Staff will be directed to take the steps necessary to register Federal as a mover of household goods.  

9. Due to the nature of the Motion and because no party will be prejudiced, response time to the Motion will be waived.  

10. Pursuant to § 40-6-109(2), C.R.S., the Administrative Law Judge recommends that the Commission enter the following order.  

II. ORDER  
A. The Commission Orders That:  
1. The Motion to Dismiss is granted.  

2. The proceeding against Federal Moving & Storage Co., Inc., is dismissed.  

3. Federal Moving & Storage Co., Inc., does not need to respond to the Order and Notice of Hearing issued by the Commission on November 30, 2007.  

4. Staff of the Commission shall take the necessary steps to register Federal Moving & Storage Co., Inc., as a mover of household goods.  

5. Response time to the Motion to Dismiss is waived.  

6. Docket No. 07M-476HHG is closed.  

7. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

8. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.  

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.  

9. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
