I. statementS AND FINDINGS OF FACT
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) requesting an extension of time of four calendar days, to and including January 4, 2008, within which to file its Reply Comments to the Initial Comments that were filed by interested parties in this docket on or before December 17, 2007.  Additionally, Public Services requests the Commission waive response time.  This motion was filed by Public Service on December 21, 2007.  
2. On October 31, 2007, Public Service filed its Senate Bill 07-100 Designation of Energy Resource Zones and Planning Report with the Commission.
3. On November 16, 2007, the Commission mailed Decision No. C07-0971, which included an Order Setting Notice and Comment Period.  In Decision No. C07-0971, the Commission directed that: (1) Public Service’s Designation and Report be put out for a 30-day notice period; (2) interested parties file initial comments within the 30-day notice period; and (3) reply briefs to the initial comments be filed within the initial comments are due.

4. Five sets of initial comments in regard to this docket were filed on or before the expiration date of the 30-day notice period on December 17, 2007.  

5. The 14-day response time for the filing of reply briefs in response to the initial comments filed in this proceeding expired on December 31, 2007.
6. In its motion, Public Service asserts that due to the holidays, key Public Service transmission planning and regulatory personnel are not available for consultation and advice in responding to the issues.  Public Service also contends that no person would be harmed by granting the extension of time.  

7. Additionally, Public Service requests that the Commission grant the four-day extension of time for all participants desiring to file reply briefs in this proceeding.

8. Public Service further requests that response time to this motion be waived, as the extension of time is a purely procedural matter.

9. We find that Public Service presents good cause to grant the four-day extension of time to file reply comments.  Additionally, we find that waiver of response time is proper.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Public Service’s Motion for a Four-Day Extension of Time within Which to File Reply Comments, and Waiver of Response time is granted consistent with the discussion above.
2. Public Service and any other participating parties have up to and including January 4, 2008, to file reply comments to the initial comments in this docket.

3. Response time to this motion is waived.
