I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request for an extension of time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C07-0864 as filed by SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc.  In this Motion, SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. requests an extension of time to and including December 14, 2007.
2. Now being duly advised in the matter we grant the Application consistent with the below discussion.
3. Golden West Commuter LLC, on February 14, 2007, in Docket No. 07A-048CP-Transfer, filed an application for approval to transfer Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC Nos. 14314 and 54763 to SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc.
4. The Commission approved the transfer of CPCN PUC Nos. 14314 and 54763 to SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. on May 9, 2007 in Decision No. C07-0374.
5. SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. was providing various transportation services under CPCN PUC No. 55686 at the time of this transfer.
6. SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. was ordered by Decision No. C07-0374 to file an application to consolidate CPCN PUC Nos. 14314, 54763, and 55686 into one one CPCN and to eliminate the overlaps and/or duplications that may result from the comsolidation.
7. SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. filed the applciation requested by Decision No. C07-0374 on July 23, 2007 in Docket No. 07A-281CP.
8. The Commission granted the application filed in Docket No. 07A-281CP on October 12, 2007 in Decision No. C07-0864.
9. Ordering Paragraph (5) of Decision No. C07-0864 stated that SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. shall pay the issuance fee, annual identification fee, and file a tariff and time schedule in compliance with applicable Commission rules.  SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. was advised that operations may not begin until these requirements have been met and that it has been notified by the Commission that operations may begin.
10.  SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. was also advised that if it did not comply with these requirements within 60 days of the mailing date of the Order, then ordering paragraph No.5 which grants the authority to conduct operations shall be void
11. The 60 day period named in Ordering Paragraph (6) of Decision No. C07-0864 expired on December 11, 2007.
12. SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., on December 10, 2007, filed a Motion requesting additional time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C07-0864.
13. In support of the request for additional time, SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. states “The consolidation of CPCN PUC Nos. 14314, 54673, and 55686 into one CPCN that eliminates the overlaps and duplications from the consolidation has proved to be a complex task.  In addition to the consolidation of the certificated authorities into one surviving authority, SuperShuttle must also consolidate the terms and conditions of providing such service.”
14. In consideration of the support provided by SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., the Commission finds that good cause has been shown to extend the time to comply with the filing requirements of Decision No. C07-0864.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion filed by SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. on December 10, 2007, is granted.
2. SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. is granted to and including December 14, 2007, to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C07-0864.
3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
